International students entering 
the United States to obtain an 
education are required by law 
to show proof of funds sufficient 
to provide for their needs 
while residing in the United 

States. When students do not 
have the necessary funds they 
can enlist sponsors to assist 
them in meeting their financial 
responsibilities. This pamphlet 
is designed to clearly detail 
who can be a sponsor, how 
to become a sponsor, and the 
responsibilities and obligations 
of a sponsor. We recommend 
you carefully review the enclosed 
material prior to making a 
financial commitment.

Your signature means that you are committed to 
sponsor the student. Not only for the first year, 
but for every year at BYU–Idaho.
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CONSEQUENCES OF 
WITHDRAWING SPONSORSHIP
The student who has no funds will have to go home 
and discontinue his or her studies. BYU–Idaho does 
not have the means to support the students.
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CAN THE INTERNATIONAL STUDENT WORK WHILE 
ATTENDING SCHOOL? 

International students can only work on campus and 
for a maximum of 20 hours per week. Scholarships 
are not available until the student has earned a 
minimum of 30 U.S. college credits. 

CAN THERE BE MORE THAN ONE SPONSOR?
Yes. Each sponsor must fill out the Affidavit of 
Support form and submit all required documents to 
show proof of finances.

WHAT HAPPENS IF I DEFAULT ON MY SPONSORSHIP?
Your commitment to sponsor an international 
student is critical to his or her education in the 
United States. Admission to the United States is 
based on your commitment. Failure to provide 
the student financial assistance does not shift the 
burden to the university and the student will be 
required to return home due to lack of funds.
