Scholarships are not automatically renewed. Students will be considered for subsequent awards
if they provide evidence of continued need, continued interest in construction, and continued
enroliment and good standing in a construction-related field.

Applications will be reviewed and winners selected by the NAWIC Boise Chapter #245
Scholarship Fund Awards Committee. They will consider applicant’s interest in construction,
extracurricular activities, employment experience, and financial need. All applicants will be
notified of their status after the Awards Committee meeting in May.

All applicants selected as semi-finalists may be subject to a personal interview with a
representative of the NAWIC Boise Chapter #245. The representative will either be a member of
the Awards Committee, the Administrator, or other person as appointed by the majority of the
aforementioned members. All semi-finalists will be notified of their status after evaluations are
complete (generally in June/July).

Disbursements of Scholarship awards will be made in one lump sum in the Fall. Recipients of
scholarships are required to provide registration and/or payment receipts before funds are
released directly to the student. After all fees are paid, any residual Scholarship monies will be
released to the recipient to cover additional educational expenses.
