Reference a chapter within a book

Hegel, R.K. (2003). Early methods of stress prevention. In R.K. Hegel, The 
History of Stress Prevention, (pp. 23-31). Chicago: Purdue University Press.

Author's last name and initials
followed by the year of 
publication in parentheses.

The first word of the title
of the book chapter is
capitalized.

The title of the book is listed
after the chapter in italics
and followed by the chapter's
page numbers inside parentheses.

If the place of publication is not well known, it is 
followed by a comma and the state's postal
abbreviation. Well-known places such as New York
and Chicago do not require the state listed. A colon
separates the place of publication and the publisher.

The name of the publisher
followed by a period 
completes the reference.

Title of organization followed by the date 
of the most recent posting, if known. Title of page, heading, or document.
