• The following are technical guidelines that can enhance the quality of the group’s performance. We desire to provide the best possible experience for the audience; therefore, we recommend venues that offer the features listed below:
Sound:
• Please provide a professional grade stereo speaker system capable of reproducing frequencies from 20Hz to 20KHz.  This system will be used for music playback for our dancers and vocal announcements.  We need the following inputs:



• 1 CD Player capable of playing recorded compact discs (CDR’s)



• 1 Microphone - Sure SM58 or equivalent located backstage on 50' cable for MC

• 2 stage monitors - prefer full range with good low end response 12" or 15" drivers acceptable, stage left / right side fill or overhead locations - no downstage wedges or any position that would block audience sight lines. 


• Clear Com - One headset backstage one at the lighting console and one at the sound console.

Lighting:



• These requirements are only applicable to venues with appropriate fixtures, capable of accomplishing smooth, even stage washes and cyc colors.  Smaller venues lacking full theatrical lighting facilities may augment the following to suit the venue.  The whole show can be performed with open white light or house lights, but the following color scheme adds vibrance and drama to the performance.  It will allow the performers to provide their best possible show and will only enhance the audience’s experience.

Front of House Positions:

• 3 or 4 color facial wash accomplished using Ellipsoidal fixtures. 



• Red:


Gam 270 or Rosco 26



• Light Blue:

Rosco 364



• Pale Amber:

Rosco 16



• Pink:


Rosco 36 
(Pink is not required, but is useful - we can get by with the red, blue, and amber.)
• Must be even, covering entire deck, providing bright face light for all points within the audience’s view of the stage.
Stage Washes:

• 3 color wash from overhead electrics accomplished using Par or Fresnel fixtures.

• Must be even and smooth. We need rich washes covering the entire deck.

High Sides (Pipe Ends) if available:
• Minimum of two fixtures on stage right end of each electric and two on stage left end of each electric. Can be accomplished with Par or Ellipsoidal fixtures, but must be trimmed off top of leg curtains.



• Lavender:

Rosco 54

Side Lighting (Boom or Tree Positions):
• If available, these positions greatly add to the performance.  A tree must be placed in each wing.  Three lights per tree.  They shall be hung at head height (5'), waist height (3'6"), and shin height (8"). Fixtures must be 6x12 Ellipsoidals or equivalent.

Upstage Cyc:
• 3 color wash for cyc color mixing.  Down washes are sufficient, floor strips are not necessary but are a nice addition.



• Red Diffusion:

• Blue Diffusion:

• Green Diffusion:
Rosco 122

Spotlights:
• If available, 2 spotlights capable of cutting through stage lighting.  No gelling will be necessary open white or Rosco 01 will suffice.  These will be used to spotlight the MC and possibly for Cabaret numbers.



Staging:

• Ideal stage dimensions: 40' wide x 35' deep

• Clear the stage of all obstructions, nails, screws, etc. Stage must be swept and mopped before dancers take the floor.

• Portable dance floor covering - (if available) Marley, Harlequin or equivalent is requested (black preferred, grey acceptable) - to be laid before we arrive.

• Black Traveler - located just downstage of the cyc - to be used as alternate background for some numbers.

• Masking - assuming customary layout:  grand drape in proscenium arch, borders (teasers) to mask electrics, and legs to mask wings.
• Wing Space - Please provide as much backstage and wing space as possible, clear of set pieces and or obstructions of any type. Dim backstage safety lights are also nice, we prefer blue if available.

• Backstage crossover - a path must be provided for performers to crossover backstage without being exposed to the audience.  

• Dressing Area - Separate dressing rooms or masked areas must be provided for the 12 - 15 male and 20 - 24 female performers.  It is preferred they be located as close to the stage as possible so the performers can rapidly and modestly change costumes between numbers.

• Water - If no water fountain is located backstage, bottled water or a cooler and cups will greatly appreciated.
