Fluency Equals Comprehension
Abstract

The main reading goal for a student is to be able to comprehend what they have read. Without being able to read fluently, a student will never be able to achieve this goal. On the impact fluency has on comprehension, Wolf (2007) says: “Fluent reading is the bridge to comprehension” (para.3).
