(SAT) scores 

-Offi cial Transcripts from each college or university currently attend-

ing or previously attended. 

Early Admit Students (any high school student wishing to be 

considered as a full-time student who will not receive a high school 

diploma prior to enrollment) must follow the same procedures as a 

new freshman and in addition submit letters from the following: 

1. High school counselor or principal verifying that the student 

can no longer benefi t from high school attendance and is academi-

cally prepared and has the emotional and social maturity to attend a 

university or college. 

2. A parent or legal guardian giving their unconditional recommen-

dation for early admission. 

Transfer Students with more than 30 completed semester hours 

must submit the following information. Applicants with fewer than 

30 completed semester hours (45 quarter) should follow require-

ments for New Freshman:
