of Latter-day Saints

® You were raised in an area where few attended college

¢ You have overcome other long-term disadvantages

Students may reapply for this scholarship during the second semester
of receiving the award.

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STUDENT EMPLOYMENT

On-campus student jobs are available each semester and also during
the summer session. Job opportunities can be found online at www.
byui.edu/studentemployment. The student employment Web page
is a valuable tool for those wanting to work on campus. It contains
information about the job application process, required identification,
wages and other frequently asked questions.

Requirements to Work on Campus

Students are eligible for on-campus employment if they are taking 12
credits or more (or an equivalent credit load per block). Students are
limited to work a maximum of 20 hours per week on campus while
school is in session.

Joh Application Procedures

Students should follow the application instructions located at the
bottom of each job posting. Resumes are required for most jobs and
students are encouraged to dress professionally when applying for
jobs.

Employment Paperwork

Federal government regulations require proof of identity and eligibil-
ity to work in the United Sates. All documents must be original.

HOUSING

The goal of Brigham Young University—Idaho Housing is to provide
all students with safe and appropriate housing, a peaceful environ-
ment, and adequate supervision. All single students under the age
of 30 must live at home with parents or in approved housing that is
limited either to the Brigham Young University—Idaho on-campus
residence halls or units on the Brigham Young University-Idaho ap-
proved off-campus housing list.

The University has established a standard housing contract for all
single students on or off campus. Each housing complex may have
different housing rules and fee structures. All students on or off
campus abide by the BYU-Idaho honor code.

On-Campus Housing

The Brigham Young University—Idaho on-campus apartments and
residence halls are located on the campus. Parking and utilities are
provided with these facilities. Each apartment has a telephone from
which local calls may be made without charge. Long distance calling
cards are available through the Accounting Office.

Reservations for on-campus housing are made on a first-come-first
serve basis.
